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Function of the software

"Sirona Server”is a network-based software solution designed to
increase connectivity of Sirona products, for example CEREC intraoral
scanners, in the dental practice. The individual modules interact to help
transmit patient and case data securely in the network.

"Sirona Server"is a central component which acts as a communication
hub. "Sirona Server”includes security services as well as the "Sirona
Registry Server", which administers a list of devices and services
available in the network. "Sirona Launcher"is installed on Sirona PCs in
order to allow communication partners to remotely launch software.
