The FDA states to use a new 
polyethylene barrier for each patient 
and wipe down the Inner Module with a 
tuberculocidal disinfectant.

The CDC states that disposable 
prophy angles should be disposed of 
properly after use on one patient.

We recommend using ASTM-2 for procedures 
with low to moderate fluid, aerosols and/or 
sprays, such as during the polishing procedure.*
